‘ 2. Get the Link to your VoiceThread. Once you have copied the link to your clipboard,
you can email it to students or link it on a website or into a course management system
(Blackboard, Moodle, etc.). When they click on the link, they will be taken directly to the
first page of your VoiceThread.

‘ Click on |GetalLink &
‘ Click on | copy the Link &

. The link to your VoiceThread is now copied to your computer’s clipboard. You
may now “paste” the link into an email, a website or your course management
system. To paste, go to Edit (top toolbar) and select Paste or Control+V (on a
pc) or Command+V (on a mac).

After you've located the VoiceThread you want to duplicate in your MyVoice
area, utilize the “Make a Copy” option by clicking on the E icon. It provides you
many quick, simple ways to duplicate your content with “just your comments,” with
“all comments” or with “ho comments.” From there you can further customize the
newly copied VoiceThread which will also appear in your MyVoice area. Don’t forget
to give the new one a unique name!
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
